Course Objective: 

The purpose of this course is to give you “the opportunity to learn about the frontiers of chemistry” (JCU Undergraduate Bulletin).  This will be accomplished by a series of seminars from individuals representing a number of areas of chemistry including industry, government, and academia. 

Course Summary and Requirements:


As stated in the course description in the JCU Undergraduate Bulletin, you are normally required to attend at least 8 seminars.  (This semester, you are allowed to miss one only!) Seminars attended in other departments and at other universities will not be substituted unless the total number of seminars available for you to attend becomes less than 8 due to one of the following reasons:  (1) the total number of seminars is reduced due to cancellation by one or more speakers; or (2) you have been excused from a seminar by the instructor; or a combination of (1) and (2).  If you must attend seminars in other departments or at other universities, you must first get a written approval from Dr. Kwan. After you are approved and attended a seminar elsewhere, a written summary of the major points of the seminar must be turned in within 1 week after attending the seminar.  See Dr. Kwan for the exact format of the summary. 
Students are required to show up on time except if you have approval to come late. I expect students to behave respectfully. You are representing the JCU chemistry department and yourself. Be quiet, stay in your seats throughout the seminar. If you must leave the room, please walk quietly and not cause any disturbance! Failure to comply will result in a grade of “FA”.

Many of the speakers come to us from institutions looking to recruit Chemistry graduates for graduate programs, summer research programs, internships and future careers.  Many of our speakers are available before or after seminar to meet with students.  To more strongly encourage you to meet with as many of the speakers as possible, we now require that you meet with at least one speaker per semester (typically after seminar).  To prevent all the students from meeting with one speaker and leaving all the others without visitors, you must sign up for these visits beforehand with Dr. Kwan.  A sign-up sheet will be provided.  Obviously, if you have an interest in talking with more than one presenter, this is highly encouraged. 


To receive credit for attending a seminar, you must be present and pay attention to the speaker and fulfill the minimum expectation of one speaker-student meeting.  If problems with these expectations arise they will be dealt with on an individual basis.  You must not miss more than one seminar to receive a grade of SA this semester.
